Ladders should be secured 

to the boat near a firm handhold to assist your climbing efforts.

Electrical Shore Power Connections  

There has been a substantial increase in the charges for electricity over the 
last 18 months.  Not withstanding a back dated price hike, which doubled 
the cost for electricity we had already been charged. This has of course 
highlighted the inefficient way in which we charge for the power use. Our 
now higher standard charges are hurting those who consume little.  

We will be implementing a metered supply as from 1st December.  

1. All shorepower connections will be supplied through a meter.     

2. We will charge an administration fee and hire fees for the metered 
cable. Usage consumption will be charged at the same rate as our utility 
contracted supplierôs rates. 

3. Meter readings will be taken weekly so we can best monitor 
consumption and highlight any problem areas. You will be charged in 
advance for the admin fees and quarterly for the usage. 

Charges:- 

Purchase Power meter  1m cable  £75.00 

Hire Power meter 1m cable per season £25.00            

Admin reading charges £3.00/month  £18.00/season   

Utility usage charge                                                 9.58p/ unit    

Deposit for hire of the meter cable.   £50.00        

Free PAT testing for all cables included annually.

With the soon to be reinstated VAT rate of 17.5% coming into effect next 

year, we are offering berthholders a chance to keep their berthing charges 

fixed at this years rate. To accept the offer you need only pay the current 

price of £279/m for full payment in advance, or to have paid the deposit 

and completed the standing order instructions, by December 18th 2009.  

As from 1st Jan 2010, and after two years of fixed prices,  berthing rates are 

increasing by 2.4% to £292/m inclusive of VAT.
